Q. What is ContentFilter?

A. ContentFilter is a solution for filtering and blocking access to unwanted websites. ContentFilter filters unwanted websites by performing real-time textual analysis of website page content. ContentFilter runs on the same server as Novell BorderManager, or on any other Novell NetWare server within a network.

Q. Which platforms are supported?

A. ContentFilter runs on Novell NetWare and supports the Novell BorderManager and Novell Security Manager platforms.

Q. What hardware and software is required?

A. ContentFilter runs on a standard Novell NetWare server with Novell NetWare 5.x or 6.x and a minimum of 512MB of RAM.

Q. Who would use ContentFilter?

A. ContentFilter can be used by any organisation which needs to control the sites which can be accessed by users. ContentFilter will block access to sites which contain unsuitable words, as defined by the Network Administrator.
